The boat travels down the Negro River, navigating along the shore of the City of Manaus, allowing passengers to see the Amazonas Theatre, the Port of Manaus, and the interesting aspects of local life, such as stilt houses. Arrival at The Meeting of the Waters by 11.30, the spectacular merging of the Negro and Solimões Rivers. From then on, the famous Amazon River runs to the Atlantic Ocean. The waters of the two rivers run together for about 12 km, side by side, without mixing. The phenomenon occurs due to differences in the rivers’ temperatures, densities, and speeds. Depending on the water level, we’ll visit a typical "caboclo " villa on Terra Nova Island.
